Chaplaincy Teams 

Our chaplaincy teams are working throughout the school leading Acts of 

Worship.  

A chaplaincy team consists of two or three children who lead classes through 

an Act of Worship.  

Daily Act of Worship 

We GATHER 

The children gather together ready for prayer. They may gather listening to or 

singing a piece of music. 

They might place a meaningful item onto the focal point of the Act of Worship 

like a prayer table.  

They may sit quietly focusing on their breathing, being still and / or thinking 

about how their day is going.  

We Listen 

We listen to a piece of scripture from the Bible . This can either be a reading 

that relates to something that is happening at school  

or one that links to the liturgical year.  

We Respond 

Our response can be in silence or in words.  

We think about what the scripture reading is saying to us. We might tell  

others what we think or feel. We might think about the words of scripture and 

reflect on how it relates to us.  

Our Mission 

A mission is a task that we carry out in response to what we have heard and  

reflected on in our Act of Worship.  

The task might be an action like doing a kind act, saying the right thing or 

thinking well of others.
